Scorers
1) Look at the umpires all the time in order to see their handsignals, especially when a goal is scored ( no whistle but arm is raised high).

2) Before the match;
             i)  record the names of up to 12 players on the score card (match result card)                                                     in Alphabetical order of surname .
             ii) Record the playing positions for the starting seven players.

3) During play; 
i) on the results card;

a) record any changes of players and/or positions 
b) record any warnings, suspensions or ordering off

                  ii) on the running score sheet

                                  a) record the centre pass, one on each line
                                  b) record the goals scored for each team, one number on each line
                                  c) confirm a centre pass if asked by an umpire

                                  d) tell the umpires if they  both indicate incorrectly the centre pass

                                  e) signal the direction of the centre pass after a stoppage or interval

Timekeepers
1) Stop the match timer when asked to do so by an umpire(T shape with hands)

2) When the umpires indicates for time to be taken for a injury (T shape); stop the match timer and start the 30secs timer. When 10secs remains, tell the umpire if play has not restarted. Restart the match timer on the umpire’s whistle after the umpire has signalled for play to restart (arm held high with hand pointing in the direction of play)
